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Lithuania

Lithuania is a new and active member of the European Union
(since May 1, 2004) and North Atlantic Treaty Organization (since
March 29, 2004). Lithuania is the only Baltic country with nearly
eight hundred years of statehood tradition, while its name was first
mentioned almost one thousand years ago, in 1009. The capital
Vilnius is one of the most beautiful cities in Europe.

Open-air museum of contemporary stone sculpture

Lokes peda

6 tracks of different complexity safely installed in trees at
the height of 2,50-15 m and 3 fly zips offer ultimate excitement
for the adrenalin-seekers. Visitors are challenged to pass 60
obstacles that one can find in remote exotic tours only: Monkey
bridges, moving logs, Tibetan bridges, nettings, swings,
Nepalese bridges, stirrups, pirate ladders, Tarzan leap,
Tyrolese fly, etc. It's not an ordinary attraction — it's a true
experience: you had better believe it!

Europos parkas

Europos Parkas was founded in 1991 by Lithuanian sculptor
Gintaras Karosas. The exhibition spans an area of 55 hectares
and is visited by over 60,000 people annually. The sculptures are
permanently exhibited amidst beautiful rolling hills, woodlands
and grasslands dotted with natural springs. The yellow blossoms
of the grassland in the spring time and the faded colours of the
misty autumn add an atmospheric backdrop to the sculptures.
This harmonious whole with the light changing as the day
progresses makes a lasting impression.

The Hill of Crosses

The Hill of Crosses is situated sixteen kilometers from
Diauliai. It is seen from Biauliai — Ryga highway. The hill is 60
meters long and 40-50 meters wide. This is an expression of a
spontaneous religiousness of the people, and is a symbol not of
grief and death but of Faith, Love and Sacrifice. The crosses on
the Hill were first mentioned in written chronicles in 1850.

It is hard to imagine so many crosses in one place. After the
political change the crosses were counted by enthusiasts from
Biauliai. They found 14 387 big crosses (1 112 from them were 3-4
meters high, 130 even higher) and about 41 000 small crosses
(smaller than 0.5 meter).

Where is Diauliai?

Biauliai is located in Northern Lithuania on the picturesque
hillsides of the Pemaieig (Samogitian) Hills in the watershed of the
rivers Venta, Dubysa, Nevépis and Mda. The lake Talda lies in the
very center of the city. There are more lakes in and around the city:
the Lake Ginkdnai lies to the north of the Lake Talda, the
picturesque minor Lake Bvedé borders in the eastern part of the
city while the Lake Rékyva, which is the largest lake in Diauliai, lies
to the south.

Biauliai is a historic city, and in the chronicles of the crusader
Knights of the Sword (1236) it is variously referred to as Soule,
Saulia and Saulen. 22 September 1236, the date of the battle of
the Sun which took place nearby is now considered to be the date
of the city’s foundation.

about the University...

Biauliai University is Lithuania’s youngest university, evolved
from two well established institutions. It was founded in 1997 by
merging the Biauliai Pedagogical Institute (1948) and the Biauliai
Polytechnical Faculty of Kaunas University of Technology.

Biauliai University is a classical university with eight faculties:
Arts, Education, Humanities, Natural Sciences, Mathematics and
Informatics, Social Sciences, Social Welfare and Disability
Studies and Technology. There is also the Continuing Service
Institute that offers professional qualification development
through a range of training and certification programmes and
professional courses. The academic year is split into autumn and
spring semesters, and the language of studies is Lithuanian.

Governance: the Senate is the supreme decision making body
anditis represented by 32 researchers and 4 students.

Studies: 3 level studies: Bachelor’'s Degree, Master’'s Degree,
Doctoral Studies.

Students: over 12 000

International Activities: DU cooperates with over 100 foreign
higher education institutions.

DU Credit System - 1 full academic year = 40 BU credits i.e. 60
ECTS credits; DU credit=1,5 ECTS credit.

Library - Biauliai University has a universal library, stocking in its
reserves over 410 thousands volumes of publications. The library
provides access to the following services: reading rooms,
bilbiographical information and Internet searching, as well as
photocopying, binding, scanning, printing from floppies, and
laminating.

The cost of a university double dorm room for one student (two
students share a double room) is about 52 euros per mouth. Two
rooms share atoilet and a sink. Shower facilities are shared by all
students on the floor. The rooms have closets are furnished with
beds, a desk and a chair, a reading lamp, blankets, linen and
towels. Each floor has a common kitchen with a stove, a sink, an
oven, a fridge. The university provides exchange students with
dishware and cooking utensils. Students may use washing
machines. Internet access is available in every room. It costs
about 30 euro per semester.
